The featured speaker at the February meeting was Derek Smiertka, the new Executive Director of
Michigan Equality. Derek currently resides in Ferndale and joined Michigan Equality in October
2006 after selling the multi-client lobbying firm that he founded.

Michigan Equality is a statewide organization dedicated to building and using political power to promote
equality and eliminate discrimination based on sexual orientation, gender identity, or gender expression. They
have chosen to focus their efforts in the areas of Anti-bullying legislation, second parent adoption, and amend-
ing Michigan's Elliot Larson Civil Rights Act to include sexual orientation as a protected class.

Michigan Equality is comprised of 3 divisions. Its 501(c)(3) component focuses on education and gay history.
They feature "coming out” stories every month as part of their educational programming. Organizations with
501(c)(3) status, such as Perceptions, are not for profits and are tax exempt. The second component is a PAC,
or political action committee. And finally, they also have a 501(c)(4) component. By definition, a 501(c)(4) is
primarily engaged in promoting in some way the common good and general welfare of the community. Michi-
gan Equality accomplishes all of this with only two paid staff members, Derek, and Nancy English. They hope
to add two more staff members in the next year but the remainder of the workload relies on volunteers. To
maximize their effectiveness, they work with Triangle Foundation and the ACLU for the common good of
Michigan's Gay Lesbian Bisexual and Transgender Community.

The topic of Derek's presentation was the February 2, 2007, Michigan Court of Appeals ruling that public uni-
versities and local governments cannot provide health insurance to the partners of lesbian and gay employees
without violating the state constitution. The court ordered that ruling was to be put into effect immediately,
meaning that the domestic partners (and possibly their children) of hundreds of public sector employees could
lose their health insurance with no notice. The Triangle Foundation is publishing the stories of some of the ef-
fected people on their web site (www.tri.org). The ruling was based on Proposal 2 which was passed by Michi-
gan voters in 2004.

A massive public education effort will be required to help reverse this outcome. Public opinion surveys indi-
cate that 48% of Michigan residents support domestic partner benefits while only 41% oppose them. The re-
mainder are undecided. Supporters of Proposal 2 told voters that this would not affect domestic partner bene-
fits -- that it was only about protecting marriage. Following the recent ruling, Michigan Equality issued a state-
ment that "The Court is, in essence, upholding a deceit."”

Those trying to obtain a favorable outcome for Michigan GLBT families acknowledge that it will be easier to
win the battle in the "Court of Public Opinion" than in the Michigan court system today. The Michigan courts
are stocked with conservative judges and it may take a long time before there is a shift towards a more favor-
able climate for GLBT issues.

Derek concluded his presentation with a plea, "We need your help." He offered a list of possible ways to get
involved. Join 11,000 Michigan residents who subscribe to Michigan Equality's email list or the more than
30,000 who have registered as supporters. Write letters to your elected officials and local newspapers. Support
progressive candidates by donating to or volunteering for their campaign. More information is available at

along with the powerful way God has
been illuminating His Word and the
Holy Spirit has been convicting and
healing me, we now have growing
understanding which is giving me
some hope for a future.”

There was no public communication
from Haggard that he says he's
cured, or ‘completely heterosexual’
as is being reported by those close to
him from the oversight committee. He
says he has, "..some hope for a fu-
ture." Back in November, Haggard
was quoted as saying, "There's a
part of my life that is so repulsive and
dark that | have been warring against
it for all of my adult life." Now, in
three weeks he has some hope.

My hope is that Haggard becomes alll
that he was intended to be and that
he lives in truth. His choice of new
profession should help him in his un-
derstanding of what his truth is. Most
mental health professionals agree
that to try to make heterosexuals out
of homosexuals doesn't work and
may even be harmful. The American
Psychiatric Association, The Ameri-
can Psychological Association, The
American Academy of Pediatrics and
the American Medical Association all
agree on this. You can't pray the gay
away as some Christians believe. Of
course, he may just be an adulterer
as Tim Ralph suggests.

Haggard has lived a life that was
contrary to his beliefs. That has also
happened to some of us. We under-
stand him in some ways. We feel em-
pathy for his conflict. We wish for him
a way through this that will bring un-
derstanding for the LGBT community
as well. | doubt we'll see that, given
the strong influences surrounding
him, but we can still wish him well
and thank God for the sanity of same
sex marriage in Massachusetts. That
gives us some hope for a future.
